The child should be available for the initial intake appointment.
2. Autism Spectrum Disorder Assessment (ADOS-2)

The screening can also be administered as a stand-alone evaluation. We would provide the result to you or your child's provider who can use it to supplement any existing assessments.

Conditions Within Scope:
· Attention-Deficit/Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD)
· Oppositional Defiant Disorder (ODD)
· Conduct Disorder
· Anxiety Disorders (including Generalized Anxiety Disorder, Social Anxiety Disorder, Separation Anxiety Disorder)
· Depressive Disorders (mild to moderate Major Depressive Disorder, Persistent Depressive Disorder)
· Autism Spectrum Disorder (assessment, diagnosis, and coordination of care)
· Learning Disorders (screening and referral coordination)

Patients will be referred to appropriate specialists for conditions outside the defined scope of practice, including but not limited to:

· Substance use disorders requiring specialized treatment.
· Self-harm or suicidal ideation requiring intensive intervention.
· Complex trauma or PTSD requiring specialized therapy.
· Severe behavioral disorders not responsive to initial interventions
· Any condition requiring inpatient psychiatric hospitalization.
· Medical conditions requiring subspecialty evaluation.

Referrals may be made to child and adolescent psychiatrists, developmental-behavioral pediatricians, clinical psychologists, or other appropriate specialists.
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
